Culture College met with Sharon Gao, the Principal and 
founder of the Asia Pacific Language School. Both decided to 
start a cultural exchange program in Beijing. 

- Year 2005 was the first year our group went to China. All 
participants were invited to the opening ceremony of the 1st 
World Chinese Conference held in the People’s Hall in Beijing. 
Most of the participants were children adopted from China and 
their family members. Three of them received scholarships for 
their stay in Beijing. 

- Some students from the 2005 group came back in 2006. In 
2007, our participants came from 5 areas of North America: 
Seattle, New Jersey, Boston, Philadelphia, and Toronto.
